e Written essay (limit to one (1) typed page) on his/her philosophy of conservation and what the future holds
for him/her (please include educational plans and career goals)

e Resume of personal environmental experience

e  Description of the program of study or workshop and anticipated graduation date.

e Describe how you are financing your education. What is the cost? List grants, scholarships, loans and work
study programs received or requested for next school year.

e An interview(s) with members of the Division Scholarship Committee (if possible)

e  Provide two letters of recommendation (from teachers or school administrators)

e Refund requested if recipient discontinues program

The applicant may be asked for verification of workshop or class attendance.
